Medium Term Plan – Term 1Maths
Children will build on previous experiences of number from their home and nursery environments, and further develop their subitising and counting skills. They will explore the composition of numbers within 4 and will begin to compare sets of objects, using the language of comparison. Children will  begin toidentify when a set can be subitised and when counting is needed, subitise different arrangements, both unstructured and structured, including using the Hungarian number frame, make different arrangements of numbers within 4 and talk about what they can see, to develop their conceptual subitising skills.


Literacy
This term children will enjoy listening to and joining in with stories, rhymes, and songs. They will begin to show an awareness of print in the environment (labels, signs, names). They will handle books carefully and turn pages correctly. Children will explore mark-making using a variety of tools and materials and recognise and write their own name with support. 
During our phonics lessons, children will learn to recognise, read and write the following level 2 sounds: s a t p  i n m d  g o c k  ck e u r

Understanding of the World
Children to share their Treasure Boxes and photos of themselves now and as babies. They will share photos and talk about their families, homes and pets. Children will learn about their body parts and senses. Children will use their senses to complete activities such as feely bags and food tasting. Children will learn about Harvest time and farms. They will go on an Autumnal walk and observe seasonal changes.

Expressive Art and Design
Children will learn how to access the resources in the art area independently. They will learn how to set up paints and about colour mixing. They will create self portraits and collages of their family. They will build and decorate their houses using junk modelling. They will learn nursery rhymes, action songs and harvest songs. Children will complete Harvest and autumnal themed arts and crafts. They will learn to use props to play imaginatively in the home corner.
Personal, Social  and  Emotional  development
This term, the children will be settling into Reception and learning all about their new classroom and the school. They will be encouraged to come into school independently every morning. They will be exploring the indoor and outdoor areas and learning how to access the resources independently. The children will learn that everything in the classroom has a place and how to tidy away effectively. The children will learn the routines within the classroom and the school day, for example lining up and walking around the school, how to use the toilets independently, how to select their lunch and clear away their lunch things. Children will and encouraged to build relationships with one another and the other adults though a variety of games and play opportunities, focusing on being kind to one another, sharing and taking turns. Behaviour expectations will be discussed with the children and they will produce a set of class rules as a class. Children will become familiar with the reward systems used within the class and the school. The children will learn how to stay safe whilst in school.

Communication and Language
Children will be encouraged to join in with circle games to develop their listening skills and confidence talking in a small group. They will bring in their ‘treasure boxes’ to share with a small group of children. They will be encouraged to ask questions about the other children’s boxes. Children will play a range of listening games (eg, Simon says, action songs) to develop their ability to follow instructions. Children will develop speaking and listening skills during the ‘planning’ and ‘review’ sessions of their Challenge Time. Children will listen to a range of different stories and will be encouraged to join in with repeated refrains. The role play area will be set up as a home corner and children will be encouraged to use  language to imagine and recreate and retell experiences.
Physical   Development
The children will practice strengthening the muscles in their fingers through a range of different activities. Every morning they will complete a 'Funky Fingers' activity to develop their fine motor skills, for example threading, playdough, tweezers and pom poms. Children will also be taught how to hold a pencil correctly and how to use scissors safely. Children will have two PE sessions per week where they will focus on how to use the space safely, how to move in different ways, throwing and catching. Every day children will have access to a range of different gross motor activities outside, such as the climbing wall, the slide, scooters and bikes, large construction, balls and PE equipment. The children will learn the necessary skills to access this equipment and how to play with it safely. They will also develop their self care skills, such as toileting, washing hands, and dressing themselves.
