PSHE: Term 2 – Healthy and happy friendships
Pupils will learn about the qualities of a happy and healthy friendship. They will also look at what an unhealthy friendship may look like.

RE:  Term 2 - Our Big Question: Why does Christmas matter to Christians?
Pupils will be learning about the true meaning of Christmas. They will look at the nativity story in more detail as well as how Christians celebrate the lead up to Christmas. 

Science: Term 2 – Everyday materials
Pupils will be able to:
· Name objects and identify the materials they are made from.
· Recognise that objects are made from materials that suit their purpose.
· Recall that a property is how a material can be described.
· Sort objects based on the materials they are made from.
· Group objects based on their properties.
· Suggest ways to test materials for their properties.
· Make predictions and recognise whether they were accurate.
· Use their observations to answer questions.
· Begin to recognise if a test is fair.


Music: Term 2 – 
The children will once again be exploring beat and rhythm like what they did in term 1 but in greater depth. 

Design & Technology: Term 2 – Making a moving storybook
Pupils will learn to: 
· Identify whether a mechanism is a side-to-side slider or an up-and-down slider and determine what movement the mechanism will make.
· Clearly label drawings to show which parts of their design will move and in which direction.
· Make a picture that meets the design criteria, with parts that move purposefully as planned.
· Evaluate the main strengths and weaknesses of their design and suggest alterations.



Computing: Term 2 – Technology around us continued
Last terms outcomes will be the same this term for Computing and Technology.
PE: Term 2 – Monday and Tuesday
Our sports for this term are Hockey and Handball.
Maths: Term 2 – Place Value – continued
Children will move on from describing whether there are “fewer”, “more” or the “same” number of objects to comparing numerical values using the vocabulary “less than”, “greater than” or “equal to” alongside the symbols and =. The children will also look at ordering and comparing numbers to 10. 
Addition and subtraction (within 10): 
Here, the children will be introduced to parts and wholes whilst also having a go at writing some number sentences for the first time. There will be a revisit for number bonds within 10. 








English
This term, the children have started their new book ‘I want my hat back.’ Our learning outcomes for this term will include: 
· Read words with contractions [for example, I’m, I’ll, we’ll], and understand that the apostrophe represents the omitted letter(s)  
· How words can combine to make sentences • Separation of words with spaces • Joining words and joining clauses using and • Introduction to capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks to demarcate sentences • Capital letters for names and for the personal pronoun.
· Making inferences based on what is being said and done • Predicting what might happen based on what has been read so far • Participating in discussion about what is read to them, taking turns and listening to what others say • Explaining clearly their understanding of what is read to them
· Saying out loud what they are going to write about • Composing a sentence orally before writing it • Sequencing sentences to form short narratives • Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense • Discussing what they have written with the teacher or other pupil
 


History: Term 2 – How am I making History?
Our learning outcomes in history this term will include:
· Order three photographs correctly on a simple timeline.
· Use the terms ‘before’ and ‘after’ when discussing their timelines.
· Talk about three memories and place one of them on a timeline.
· Explain why memories are special and name four events that they celebrate throughout the year.
· Think of three ways they celebrate their birthday.
· Ask a visitor one question about childhood in the past.
· Know a similarity and a difference between childhood now and in the past.
· Add three ideas to a time capsule about themselves.
· Use key vocabulary to compare the present, the past and possible changes in the future.
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
