RE:  Term 2 - Our Big Question is : Are all religions equal?
Identify some different names and ways of describing God.
Explain similarities and differences between the ways people from different worldviews understand God.
Describe the links between the story of Guru Nanak and some Sikh beliefs and practices.
Explain why equality and harmony were important to many Sikhs in the past and why they are still important today.
Use a range of sources to find out what might be important to some people from the Bahá’í faith. Compare what people with different worldviews may think about other religions.  Express ideas creatively about how and why World Religion Day is important.

Computing: Term 2 – 
Pupils will continue to develop their understanding of digital devices. Pupils will be taught to understand computer networks, including devices that make up a network’s infrastructure, such as wireless access points and switches. They will discover the benefits of connecting devices in a network.

Maths: Term 2 – Measuring Area, 
They learn that area is the amount of space taken up by a two-dimensional shape or surface. They explore different ways of working out the area of a shape, and it is important that children recognise that some ways are better than others. In this small step, area is found by practically counting squares and not through any formal calculations.  Children learn that a rectilinear shape is a shape that has only straight sides and right angles. They explore the idea that rectilinear shapes need to touch at the sides and not just at the corners. Children begin by using the symbols <, > and = to compare the areas of different shapes, before drawing their own shapes to satisfy an inequality. They also compare the areas of different shapes and put them in size order.
Multiplication and Division
Children explore the link between counting in 3s and the 3 times-table to understand multiples of 3 in a range of contexts. They use familiar representations such as number tracks and hundred squares to represent multiples of 3. Children explore the fact that the 6 times-table is double the 3 times-table. Children who are confident in their times-tables can also explore the link between the 5 and 6 times-tables.  Children explore the structure of the 9 times-table using a range of models and pictorial representations, and by exploring multiples of 9 in context.  Children apply their knowledge of equal groups and use a range of concrete and pictorial representations to deepen their understanding of multiplying by 7. They also draw on ideas from previous steps to explore flexible   to show, for example, 8 × 7 = 5 × 7 + 3 × 7 or 8 × 7 = 8 × 5 + 8 × 2.  Children construct fact families and use concrete and pictorial representations to make links between multiplication and division. It is important that children understand the structure of the multiplication table and can derive unknown facts from known facts.  They recognise that they can partition 11 into 10 and 1 and use known facts to support their understanding, for example 7 × 11 = 7 × 10 + 7 × 1 = 77 They use a range of concrete and pictorial representations to deepen their understanding of multiplying by 11 and to make links beteen multiplying and dividing by 11. They explore dividing by 11 through sharing into 11 equal groups and grouping into 11s.  They recognise that they can partition 12 into 10 and 2 and use  known facts to support their understanding, for example 7 × 12 = 7 × 10 + 7 × 2 = 84. They also build on their knowledge of the 6 times-table, recognising that multiplying by 12 is the same as multiplying by 6 and then doubling.

English Writing/Reading: Term 2
Our writing text will continue to be The Iron Man by Ted Hughes. Through this engaging text, children will develop their writing skills by composing diary entries, investigating the features of speech, creating detailed character descriptions, and concluding the unit by writing their own story that is based on the narrative of the Iron Man.
Our reading text will continue to be The Undefeated by Kwame Alexander. Children will continue their understanding of black history in America and how their previous knowledge fits with new historical facts they are presented with.  Through the series of lessons children will consider definitions of key terms in context and discover poetic conventions and how they often link with music.  There will be opportunities for children to practise answering retrieval, inference and summarising questions, as well as to express their opinions about the particular events presented through the text.

Remember and pronounce some of the new words, recognising that some are masculine and take un, some feminine and take une and some plural and take des.
Understand how to convert the indefinite article to a possessive adjective.
Correctly identify items of clothing based on the written word.
Say the words for items of clothing with accurate pronunciation.
Make an intelligible attempt to spell new words.
Write accurately using a support and selecting the correct form of the adjective most of the time, understanding why other forms of the adjective are wrong. Compose a sentence using j’aime or je n’aime pas.Use il/elle correctly and place the adjective in the correct position in relation to the noun.
