Geography: Term 3 – Why are rainforests important to us?
Pupils will be able to:
Describe a biome and give an example.
State the location and some key features of the Amazon rainforest.
Name and describe the four layers of tropical rainforests.
Understand that trees and plants adapt to living in the rainforest and give an example.
Define the word indigenous and give an example of how indigenous peoples use the Amazon’s resources.
Name one way in which the Amazon is changing.
Articulate why the Amazon rainforest is important.
Give an example of how humans are having a negative impact on the Amazon and an action that can be taken to help.
Use a variety of data collection methods with support.
Summarise how the local woodland is used and suggest changes to improve the area.
English Writing/Reading: Term -3 The Mermaid of Zennor  Charles Causley and How does a Lighthouse work? Roman Belyaev
Our writing text will be The Mermaid of Zennor.  Through this engaging text, children begin by exploring the story and language of the book before making predictions and creating some letters to characters in the story.  They then go on to create tourist guides to Zennor, retelling the story from the mermaid’s perspective and finishing by creating their own merfolk characters to include in a legend-style story that could be in Cornwall or elsewhere.
Our reading text will be How does a lighthouse work?  Children will demonstrate their understanding of what they read.  The children will draw on inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence.   They will predict what might happen from details stated and implied. Identify main ideas and summarise these.  Identify how language, structure, and presentation contribute to meaning.  Retrieve and record information from non-fiction.

RE:  Term 3 – What makes texts sacred
Children will explain the difference between evidenced or recognised information about scripture and beliefs and opinions.  Giving some reasons why different Hindu texts might be significant to people.  Identifying the key events that led to the writing of the Buddhist Canon.  Discussing the importance of the Buddhist canon to some people today.  Providing examples of why and how the Guru Granth Sahib is respected.  Drawing out connections between beliefs and practices.  Comparing and making links between scriptures from different worldviews.  Identifying the role and value of scripture in some people’s lives.

Computing: Term 3 – 
Pupils will continue to develop their understanding of digital devices. Pupils will be taught to understand computer networks, including devices that make up a network’s infrastructure, such as wireless access points and switches. They will discover the benefits of connecting devices in a network.

ART: Term 3 –  Global Canvas
Children are  to enter into the David Shepherd Wildlife Foundation Global Canvas Art competition.  This will involve the children exploring endangered animals 



French: Term 3 – French numbers, calendars and birthdays 
In French the children will learn the numbers to 31 in French. Read and calculate Maths sums correctly in French.  Say all the days of the week, working out the words for the days that are yesterday and today.  Match most of the French months to their English equivalents.  Ask when someone’s birthday is and give the number and month of their own birthday.  Say the seasons of the year. Translate the date from English to French. Say the similarities and differences between birthdays in the UK and France. 
PSHE: Term 3 – Caring and responsibility 
In PSHE  our topic this term is Caring and Responsibility.   Children will discuss and learn about the rights and responsibilities of the child.  They will explore their rights at home and school and the wider society.  Sharing who cares for them and the UN conventions
Maths: Term 3 –
There will be opportunities to practise what they have learnt with our Infinity maths quizzes. Use the link here for access: Infinity

Multiplication and Division
Children are introduced to factors for the first time. They learn that when they multiply two whole numbers to give a product, both the numbers that they multiplied together are factors of the product.  Then children explore multiplying by 10. They need to be able to visualise making a number 10 times the size and understand that “10 times the size” is the same as “multiply by 10”.   Building on the previous step, children learn to multiply whole numbers by 100, understanding that this is the same as multiplying by 10 and then multiplying by 10 again. In this small step, children divide whole numbers by 10, with questions that only have whole number answers. They need to be able to visualise making a number one-tenth the size and understand that “one-tenth the size” is the same as “dividing by 10”. children build on their understanding of dividing by 10 and notice the link between dividing by 10 and dividing by 100. They need to be able to visualise making a number one-hundredth the size and understand that “one-hundredth the size” is the same as “dividing by 100”. Children bring together the skills learnt so far in this block as they explore calculations related to known facts and use a variety of informal written methods to multiply a 2 and 3 - digit numbers by a 1-digit number. children use their division facts from the Autumn term to build on their knowledge of dividing a 2- and 3-digit numbers by a 1-digit number from Year 3.  Finally, children consolidate their understanding of correspondence problems from Year 3, using multiplication to work out the number of possible combinations of sets of items.
Length and Perimeter
Children are introduced to kilometres and the abbreviation ”km”. Children should understand that kilometres are greater than metres and are used to measure greater distances.  Children use the fact that 1 km is equal to 1,000 m to derive related facts using numbers up to 10,000. children explore perimeter further with a focus on rectilinear shapes, where all sides meet at right angles.  These rectilinear shapes will be drawn on squared grids, mainly centimetre squared grids. Building on the previous step, children move on to calculating the perimeter of rectilinear shapes where they first need to find the missing length(s). Children are introduced to the term “regular polygon” for the first time. In this small step, children learn the word “irregular” to describe polygons that are not regular. Show children a range of irregular shapes to help them to identify that either the lengths or angles, or both, are not all equal.
