English: 
This term the children’s focus book is continuing with ‘I want my hat back.’ Using the focus book, children will explore a range of writing skills including asking and answering questions, creating speech bubbles, writing letters and organising ideas into lists. Through reading, discussion and drama activities, children will build confidence in understanding characters and events before using these skills to plan and write their own story sequels inspired by the text.


PSHE: 
Children will learn to recognise and celebrate their own strengths as well as the strengths of others. Through discussions and activities, they will explore how people can be different in many ways while still being valued and respected. Children will develop an understanding of kindness, teamwork and positive relationships, helping them to appreciate and respect differences within their class and wider community.
Music: 
Children will explore and experiment with a range of sounds using their voices, instruments and everyday objects. They will learn to identify different types of sounds, create simple rhythms and patterns, and describe how music can change in pitch, tempo and volume. Through listening, performing and creative activities, children will develop confidence in expressing themselves musically and working collaboratively with others.




 Art:
Children will explore the use of watercolours through a range of creative and practical activities. They will experiment with different painting techniques, colour mixing and brush control to create a variety of effects and textures. Through observation and imagination, children will develop confidence in expressing their ideas artistically while learning how to use and care for painting materials appropriately.



Science: 
Children will learn about the five senses and identify the body parts linked to each sense. Through practical activities such as tasting different foods and exploring objects in a feely box, children will use their senses to investigate the world around them. They will develop their speaking and descriptive vocabulary by discussing and comparing textures, tastes and other sensory experiences using a range of appropriate describing words.

RE:  
Children will explore how people from different religions and beliefs may have different ideas about what God is like and how they choose to worship or show their beliefs. They will learn that not everyone believes the same things and that religions can have different traditions, symbols and ways of living. Through stories, discussion and comparison activities, children will develop respect and understanding for different beliefs and practices.
Computing: 
Children will explore technology used in everyday life and begin to understand how it helps people at home, in school and in the wider community. They will identify different types of technology around them, learn how to use devices safely and responsibly, and develop basic digital skills through simple hands-on activities and exploration.

PE: 
Fitness and gym. 
Maths:
Children will develop their understanding of number and shape through practical and pictorial activities. They will learn to write and solve number sentences, explore subtraction by using the crossing out method and number lines, and build confidence in explaining their mathematical thinking. In geometry, children will name and identify 3D shapes, explore the 2D shapes found on their faces, and practise naming and sorting a range of 2D shapes using their properties.








Geography: 
Children will develop their understanding of the United Kingdom by learning about the four countries that make it up and identifying their locations on a map. They will explore the four seasons in greater detail, discussing the changes in weather, daylight and the environment throughout the year. Children will also learn to use simple compass directions and observe, record and compare weather patterns through regular weather documenting activities. 
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
