PSHE: 
Children will learn about the special people in their lives and the important roles they play in supporting and caring for them. Through discussion and activities, they will explore positive relationships with family members, friends, teachers and people in the wider community. Children will develop an understanding of kindness, respect and how to recognise trusted adults who can help them when needed, supporting their sense of belonging and wellbeing.

Music: 
Children will continue to explore and experiment with a variety of sounds using voices, instruments and everyday objects. They will practise creating and repeating simple rhythms and patterns, listening carefully to different sounds and identifying changes in pitch, tempo and dynamics. Through performance and collaborative music-making activities, children will build confidence, creativity and enjoyment in expressing themselves through sound and music.
Design & Technology:
Children will design, make and evaluate their own puppets using a range of materials and simple joining techniques. They will explore different ways to create shapes, textures and features while developing cutting, sticking and assembling skills safely and accurately. Through the design process, children will generate ideas, select suitable materials and evaluate their finished puppets against their original designs, developing creativity and confidence in practical making skills.


Computing:
Children will learn how to group and organise information in different ways using practical and digital activities. They will sort objects and data into categories, ask and answer simple questions about the information they collect, and begin to use pictograms and simple charts to represent data clearly. Through these activities, children will develop their understanding of how data can be grouped to help us find and compare information. 

PE: 
Basketball and tennis.
RE:  
Children will explore the story of Easter and why it is important to Christians. Through stories, discussion and creative activities, they will learn about key events such as Palm Sunday, the Last Supper and Easter Sunday. Children will begin to understand themes of love, hope and new life while recognising that Easter is celebrated in different ways by Christians around the world.
Science: 
Children will explore and compare a variety of animals, including fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals. They will learn to identify and describe similarities and differences between animals based on their features, habitats and diets. Through observation, sorting and discussion activities, children will develop scientific vocabulary and begin to understand how animals are suited to the environments in which they live.

History:
Children will explore toys from the past and present, developing an understanding of how life has changed over time. They will discuss their favourite toys using language linked to the past, ask questions about historical toys and make comparisons between old and modern toys. Through sequencing artefacts from different periods and investigating teddy bears from 100 years ago, children will identify similarities and differences and describe how toys have changed across generations.
 

Maths:
Children will deepen their understanding of place value and number within 20 through practical and visual activities. They will explore how 10 is made from ten ones using resources such as tens frames and manipulatives, before investigating larger numbers including 16, 17, 18 and 19 in more detail. Children will recap the number 20 and identify how many tens and ones it contains, while using number lines to count forwards and notice number patterns. They will also develop fluency in finding and making number bonds to 20 and explore related number facts to strengthen their mental maths skills.







English:
 This term the children’s focus book is ‘Billy and the Beast.’ 
The children will develop their writing skills through creating wanted posters, writing summaries, composing emails, describing characters and following and writing recipes. They will explore vocabulary, sentence structure and organisation to build confidence in different forms of writing. These skills will then support children in planning and writing their own imaginative narrative about defeating a monster.
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
