Computing:
Children will develop their understanding of algorithms and programming through giving and following instructions and using Bee-Bots. They will learn what each Bee-Bot button does, create and test simple sequences of instructions and begin to understand how instructions must be clear and logical for a program to work correctly. Through practical exploration, children will check and debug programs by spotting and correcting errors when the Bee-Bot does not behave as expected, building confidence in problem-solving and computational thinking skills.
Art: 
Children will explore flora and fauna through drawing, painting and collage activities inspired by the natural world. They will observe plants, flowers and animals closely, using a range of materials and techniques to create texture, pattern and colour in their artwork. Through experimentation and discussion, children will develop their artistic skills, improve their use of different media and begin to express their ideas and observations creatively.

PSHE: 
Children will explore the importance of family and the different ways families can care for and support one another. Through discussion and activities, they will learn that families can look different for different people and that all families are special. Children will develop an understanding of love, kindness, respect and belonging, while recognising the important role trusted adults and positive relationships play in keeping them safe and happy.

Science: 
Children will be introduced to a variety of common plants, including wild plants, garden plants and trees. They will learn to identify and name different parts of a plant such as roots, stems, leaves and flowers, and begin to understand what plants need to grow and stay healthy. Through observation and practical investigations, children will develop scientific enquiry skills and a greater appreciation of the natural world around them.
Music: 
Children will explore pitch through singing, listening and playing instruments. They will learn to identify high and low sounds, compare changes in pitch and experiment with creating their own musical patterns and melodies. Through practical music-making activities, children will develop listening skills, confidence in performance and an understanding of how pitch can be used to express different moods and ideas in music.


History:
 Children will learn about significant explorers from the past and how their journeys helped to change the world. They will explore the lives and achievements of famous explorers, compare travel and exploration from different time periods, and discuss how discoveries affected people’s understanding of the world. Through stories, maps and historical enquiry, children will develop an understanding of how exploration has changed over time and why certain individuals are remembered today.


PE: 
Swim and cricket. 
Maths:
Children will develop their understanding of number and place value within 50 through counting, practical exploration and discussion activities. They will count forwards in ones, twos, fives and tens using number squares, number lines, numicon and base ten resources, while identifying patterns and relationships between numbers. Children will explore partitioning numbers into tens and ones using whole-part models and manipulatives, estimate numbers on a number line and compare similarities and differences between representations. They will also investigate equal and unequal groups through practical sharing and grouping activities, developing confidence in counting, reasoning and early multiplication concepts.






English:
The focus book for this term is ‘Dinosaurs and all that rubbish.’ 
Children will develop a range of writing skills through creating letters, setting descriptions, instructions, narrative retellings, pamphlets and posters. They will explore how different texts are organised and use vocabulary, punctuation and sentence structures appropriate for each purpose. Through reading, discussion and creative activities, children will build their understanding of caring for the environment, leading to the main outcome of producing an informative pamphlet about how to look after the planet.
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
