English Writing/Reading: Terms 5&6 Suffragette The Battle for Equality 
Using the illustrated non-fiction book, Suffragette The Battle for Equality, a fabulous book by David Roberts studying the fight to win the vote for women in the early 20th century.  The sequence focuses on key historical events and significant figures such as Emmeline Pankhurst, Millicent Fawcett and Emily Wilding Davison. It explores the history of the women’s suffrage movement and uses the topic of protest and activism to develop high-level writing skills. Pupils analyse historical sources, debate moral issues and explore themes of courage, justice, equality and activism. Children learn about the fight for women’s right to vote, including peaceful protest, militant action, imprisonment and the impact of campaigning for equality.  We will investigate the impact of using the subjunctive mood along with formal language with our final outcome being a persuasive campaign linked to changing a law or improving an issue in society today.  Our writing outcomes include formal letters, diary entries, balanced arguments and persuasive speeches through debate and historical discussion. The text’s rich illustrations and accessible explanations help Year 6 pupils engage with complex historical and political ideas.



Summer Medium Terms 5&6 Curriculum Plan - Year 6

Computing: Terms 5&6
Pupils will develop their knowledge and understanding of using a computer to produce 3D models. We will initially familiarise ourselves with working in a 3D space, moving, resizing, and duplicating objects. Finally, learners will examine the benefits of grouping and ungrouping 3D objects, then go on to plan, develop, and evaluate their own 3D model of a desk tidy.

RE:  Terms 5&6  Humanism and Racism (Two units)
Studying Humanism, we will learn how this alternative way of thinking about the world and how people react ethically to one another.  Then we will look at Racism and how this impacts us in the wider world, in our friendships and in life.
PSHE: Term 5&6 – Sex and Healthy Relationships
This term we will be looking at committed relationships, how a baby is made and knowing when is the right time to have a family.  These will cover sexual intercourse and pregnancy.

French: 5&6  
In French we will be still focussing on vocabulary for visiting a French café.  We will be forming sentences and short scripts for serving in a café and ordering food and drinks. This will culminate in actually trying out some items available in French cafes. 
Science: Terms 5&6
Light and Reflection.
The Kapow Year 6 Science unit on light and reflection teaches pupils how light travels in straight lines and how we see objects through reflection. Children investigate how mirrors reflect light, explore angles of incidence and reflection and learn how shadows are formed and change size. The unit develops scientific enquiry skills through practical investigations and encourages pupils to apply their understanding to real-world uses of light, reflection and sight.

Electricity.
We will build and explain working circuits before representing circuits accurately using scientific symbols.  We will explain how changing components affects a circuit. 
Using evidence from investigations we will write supporting conclusions for our findings, as well as apply scientific knowledge to real-life electrical contexts.
Drama and Music: Terms 5&6
We will be putting on our Year 6 production of Matilda and learning songs, lines and how to act on stage to present this to the whole school and the parents in July. We will also be performing the end of term Leaver’s Assembly to the whole school where we will sing, dance and act. 

Spelling: Term 5&6 
We will be looking at a series of synonyms and antonyms for various words in order to expand vocabulary choices and encourage children to use more ambitious vocabulary in their everyday writing and conversations.


Design & Technology: Terms 5&6  Shadow Puppets
We will design and create our own shadow puppets using hinged joints to make their limbs move independently of each other, culminating in a performance to the class.


PE: Term 5&6 - Thursday and Friday 
Cricket, athletics and swimming will be our focus during these terms, in order to compete well at District Sports and our own final sports day.  Also to fulfil the national curriculum standard of being able to swim unaided for and to use four different strokes.
Geography: Terms 5&6 – Where Does Our Energy Come From?
Children debate and evaluate different energy sources, weighing up cost, reliability, sustainability and environmental impact. They justify decisions about suitable energy sources for new settlements or developments. 
It encourages pupils to think about actions people can take to protect the environment and reduce energy waste. Throughout the unit, children develop map-reading, data-handling, enquiry and decision-making skills alongside their understanding of renewable energy and climate responsibility. 
 
Maths: Term 5&6 – Consolidation of learning
Having completed the curriculum for Year 6 in order to prepare for SATs, the children will now put this learning into practise with themed projects and consolidation unit revisits to strengthen key mathematical skills taught throughout the year. Pupils apply their understanding to practical investigations, reasoning activities and real-life problem-solving including cooking problems, accommodation, budgeting, salaries and bills. The themed projects encourage teamwork, discussion and mathematical thinking, while consolidation lessons focus on fluency, accuracy and confidence in preparation for transition to secondary school.
