Maths: Term 5 – Fractions, Time, Statistics, Position & Direction.
In maths this term, we will be looking at parts and whole, equal and unequal parts, recognising & finding halves, quarters & thirds
including unit & non-unit fractions. We will recognise the equivalence of a half and two-quarters, recognise & find three-quarters, & count in fractions up to a whole.
We will also be learning about time, including telling and writing the time to o’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to on an analogue clock. We will learn to tell the time to 5-minute intervals, count in 5s around the clock face, and understand the difference between “past” and “to” the hour. We will also explore how many minutes are in an hour and how many hours are in a day, compare durations of time, and solve simple problems involving time using the correct mathematical vocabulary.
We will also be learning about statistics, including interpreting and constructing tally charts, block diagrams and simple pictograms. We will ask and answer questions about data, compare information, and use mathematical vocabulary such as most, least, fewer and greater. We will also learn how to organise information clearly and use data to solve simple problems and answer questions.
We will also be learning about position and direction, including describing movement and turns using mathematical language such as left, right, clockwise, anti-clockwise, forwards and backwards. We will explore patterns and sequences, use grids and shapes to describe positions, and follow and give simple directions. We will also learn to recognise turns including whole, half and quarter turns, and apply our understanding through practical activities and problem solving.




Music: Term 5 – Swing-a-long with Shostakovich
This term, pupils will:
· Create action patterns in 2- and 3-time.
· Listen actively and mark the beat by tapping, clapping, and swinging to the music.
· Listen and move, stepping a variety of rhythm patterns (‘walk’, ‘jogging’, ‘skipty’).
· Understand and explain how beats can be grouped into patterns and identify them in familiar songs.
· Move freely and creatively to music using a prop.

Computing: Term 5 – Programming 1: Algorithms and debugging.
Pupils will be able to:
· Decompose a game to predict the algorithms.
· Give a definition for ‘decomposition’.
· Write clear and precise algorithms.
· Create algorithms to solve problems.
· Use loops in their algorithms to make their code
more efficient.
· Explain what abstraction is.

RE:  Term 5 – How do we know some people feel a special connection to a god?
Pupils will be able to:
· Recognise parts of Jesus’ birth story that tell us some people believe Jesus is special.
· Understand that religious stories can help us learn about religious beliefs.
· Identify some parts of the story that tell some people that Guru Nanak was special as a baby.
· Identify miracles in the stories that tell some people that some children are special.
· Make comparisons to other stories.
· Describe why Krishna might be seen as special by some people.
· Identify parts of the story that tell us that Muhammad is special to some people.
· Identify a miracle believed to have been performed by Jesus.

PSHE: Term 5 – Staying Safe & Healthy.
This term we will be learning about ways to describe a healthy person, different ways to describe our emotions & the signs that our bodies give when we feel different emotions. We learn how medicines can help us, how to use medicines correctly & how they can be harmful. We will also learn about other things in our homes that may harm us, and how we can keep safe. We will learn about the signs that someone is feeling poorly in their body or mind, what we can do if we or others are feeling unwell &  how to ask other people how they are feeling and offer support.
Geography: Term 5 – What Is It Like To Live By The coast ?
Our learning outcomes in Geography this term will include:
· identify and locate characteristics of the UK on a map & identify human and physical features.
· locate human and physical features on a world map, name and locate the five oceans on a world map & explain the difference between oceans and seas.
· use an aerial photograph to draw a simple sketch map.
· collect data by sketching findings on a map, completing a tally chart & present our findings in a bar chart.
English Writing/Reading: Term 5 – Toys In Space by Mini Grey and Cakes in Space by Philip Reeve and Sarah McIntyre.
Our writing text will be Toys In Space by Mini Grey. The children will experience a variety of meaningful writing opportunities throughout the lessons, including giving advice to a Hoctopize who has lost their favourite toy and creating a space log to document an adventure into unknown territory. Gradually the children will build up their skills to create a cast of their own characters to write an extended fantasy story of their own.
Our reading text will be Cakes in Space by Philip Reeve and Sarah McIntyre. Astra and her family are relocating: not within the country and not even within orbit but to begin a new life on a planet called Nova Mundi. It will take one hundred and ninety-nine years to get there and so they - and the many others who are going too - will be frozen in time in sleep-pods until the robots wake their passengers up. Except things don’t really go according to plan. Astra wakes up and soon realises that something has gone wrong - horribly wrong! Cakes, hundreds of them, are on the loose, and they appear to want to attack! But why? How have these cakes taken on a life of their own? And what will become of Astra while the humans around her sleep, frozen in time? With the help of her robot friend Pilbeam, Astra begins a mission to stop them before they destroy the entire ship and everyone onboard.

PE: Term 5 - Tuesday and Wednesday.
Our sports for this term are: swimming and cricket.
Art: Term 5 – Music and Art.
Pupils will learn to: 
· understand how artists might respond visually to rhythm and music, and create a drawing informed by slow rhythm.
· use music as a stimulus to develop mark making.
· create drawings of orchestras and instruments & use our imaginations to invent a new musical instrument.
· display the work made & reflect on the outcomes.  
Science: Term 5 – Plant Growth.
Pupils will be able to:
· recall that seeds have all the necessary parts inside for plants to grow, that seeds need water and warmth to germinate, & light is required for healthy plant growth.
· sequence the stages of a plant’s life cycle & draw diagrams to represent the different stages.
· recognise the importance of healthy plant growth & describe the influences humans have on plants in the environment.
· set up tests to compare plant growth in different test conditions, plan observations and measurements, use rulers to measure and record stem height, use a magnifying glass to observe and compare plants & record plant growth data in a table.
