Computing: Term 3 – Programming A—Robot Algorithms.
This unit develops learners’ understanding of instructions in sequences and the use of logical reasoning to predict outcomes. Learners will use given commands in different orders to investigate how the order affects the outcome. They will also learn about design in programming. They will develop artwork and test it for use in a program. They will design algorithms and then test those algorithms as programs and debug them.
Maths: Term 3 – Money, Multiplication & Division.
In maths this term, we will recognise coins based on real-life experience and use our knowledge of place value and addition and subtraction to find the total value of a set of coins that are less than £1. We will count up in 1ps, 2ps, 5ps and 10ps, and use related facts to count up in 20ps, as well as finding the total of a mixed set of coins.
We will also be extending our understanding of multiplication & division. We will be making & adding equal groups, using multiplication sentences & understanding arrays. We will look at grouping & sharing. We will look at the 2- times table & how this relates to doubling & halving. We will also look at the 5- & 10-times tables & dividing by 5 & 10.

Geography: Term 3 – Why is our world wonderful?
Our learning outcomes in Geography this term will include:
· Identify and locate characteristics of the UK on a map & identify human and physical features.
· Locate human and physical features on a world map.
· Name and locate the five oceans on a world map.
· Explain the difference between oceans and seas.
· Use an aerial photograph to draw a simple sketch map.
· Collect data by sketching findings on a map, completing a tally chart & presenting findings in a bar chart.

English Writing/Reading: Term 3 – The Bear Under the Stairs by Helen Cooper and The Lost Species by Jess French and Daniel Long
Our writing text will be The Bear Under the Stairs by Helen Cooper. The text will be used as a model to discuss our fears and how we deal with them. The children will write letters of advice to the main character before writing their own story of a child who is scared of something that might be in the house. Children will make comparisons between real bears and toy bears and use this as the basis for an information report about bears to give to William to help him feel less scared.

Our reading text will be Fanatical About Frogs by Owen Davey. Leap into this fascinating illustrated guide to the most diverse amphibians in the world, from the lumbering common toad to the beautiful but deadly poison dart frog. Find out where they live, what they eat and how we can protect them. This is a wonderful example of engaging non-fiction where the illustrations play as much of a part as the text.
 


PSHE: Term 3 – Special People In Our Communities.
This term we will be looking at the different communities and groups we belong to and how we help and support one another within these.
RE:  Term 3 – What Do Candles Mean To People?
Pupils will be able to:
· Share examples of where they have seen and experienced candles.
· Identify three practices associated with Diwali.
· Understand that some Hindu people use diyas as symbolism.
· Understand the meaning of Advent to some Christian followers.
· Identify what is important to some Jewish people at Hanukkah.
· Explain what a hanukiah symbolises.
· Understand their own positionality on what candles mean to them.
· Provide some examples of what candles mean to some people.

Music: Term 3 – Grandma Rap
This unit explores beat and rhythm work using crotchets and quavers. Beginning with on-thespot actions, followed by stepping the durations, stick notation is introduced and pupils go on to create their own 4-beat patterns, which they will loop creating an accompaniment to perform the rap to.
