[bookmark: _Hlk213143245][bookmark: _Hlk213143152]English Writing/Reading: Term 2 – The Journey Home by Frann Preston-Gannon and There’s a Rang-Tan in my Bedroom by James Sellick and Frann Preston-Gannon.
Our writing text will be The Journey Home by James Sellick and Frann Preston-Gannon. It explores issues of conservation that endangered animals face on a day-to-day basis. Children will create fact files on endangered animals as well as writing short persuasive pieces on why we need to save them. Children will examine how a sentence is formed by its grammatical structure as a question, a command, a statement or an exclamation, and look at word classes (nouns/verbs/adjectives).
Our reading text will be There’s a Rang-Tan in my Bedroom by James Sellick and Frann Preston-Gannon. This beautifully written and illustrated book has been produced in collaboration with Greenpeace to highlight the plight of the orangutans of Indonesia. Using a combination of fiction, non-fiction, illustration and photographs, this text helps children understand this complex problem from the point of view of the creatures most severely affected and provides them with the vital tools they can use to help.
 


Science: Term 2 – Living Things: Microhabitats.
We will be learning about a variety of plants and animals, their microhabitats and their conditions. 
We will look at how microhabitats provide for the basic needs of animals and plants. 
We will group minibeasts and create simple classification keys. We will gather and record data and use it to answer questions. 
We will describe the appearance of flowering plants and use an identification chart to name them.

RE:  Term 2 - Our Big Question: Who is a Muslim & how do they live?
We will encounter stories about the Prophet and find out about what these teach Muslims today about ways of living. We will learn more about the five pillars of Islam and how these impact upon the lives of believers. We will learn about the importance of prayer and what it means for Muslims all over the world.
History: Term 2 – How Was School Different In The Past? 
We will be ordering and dating four photographs on a timeline and making comparisons between schools in the past and present. 
We will use sources to research and develop an understanding of what schools were like 100 years ago. 
We will look at features of a classroom now and a classroom 100 years ago, identifying some similarities and differences between schools now and schools in the past. 
We will decide if we would have preferred to go to school in the past or not and explain why. 

Computing: Term 2 – Creating Media: Digital Photography.
We will learn to recognise that different devices can be used to capture photographs and will gain experience capturing, editing, and improving photos. We will use this knowledge to recognise that images we see may not be real.
Maths: Term 2 – Addition and Subtraction, Shape.
In maths this term, we will build on our understanding of place value to develop efficient strategies for addition and subtraction. We will use concrete resources, pictorial representations, and formal written methods to add and subtract numbers up to 1,000. Children will explore number facts, inverse operations, and estimation to check their answers and solve a range of one-step and two-step problems in context. The focus is on developing fluency, reasoning, and confidence in selecting appropriate methods for different types of calculations.
We will be recapping our understanding of shape and learning about the properties of shapes. We will be recognising and naming both 2-D and 3-D shapes and differentiating between them. We will begin to understand that 2-D shapes are flat and that the manipulatives we handle in class are representations of the shapes. We will be recognising standard and nonstandard representations of 2-D and 3-D shapes.

Design & Technology: Term 2 – Mechanisms: Making A Moving Monster.
We will be looking at levers, linkages and pivots. We will design monsters suitable for children, which satisfy most of the design criteria. We will create functional linkages that produce the desired input and output motions. We will evaluate our designs against the design criteria and choose our best design. We will select materials and assemble our monster to linkages without affecting its functionality.

Music: Term 2
We will be learning and performing songs from our Nativity.
PSHE: Term 2 – Similarities and Differences.
This topic explores and celebrates the similarities and differences between people, exploring and encouraging ways to value and respect difference and diversity. It looks at the damaging effect that stereotypes can have, and how to identify and challenge them.
